Actor’s Contract


At Episcopal, we have the joy of working with extremely talented and very well behaved students.  Our goal of working on this musical is for the students to cooperatively prepare for a large-scale production while having fun.  It is understood, however, that the most talented of children may have moments of lapse during the strain of rehearsals.  We have set the following guidelines to help define the expectations of students participating in the after school musical.  Please read the behavior and participation expectations listed below with your actor.  Once you have done so, both actor and parent must sign for the student to be able to participate. Please return one copy to school on Monday, March 31st and keep one for yourselves. 

1)  
I accept that I am responsible for being prepared to rehearse including 

memorizing my lines and reviewing my songs/dances before rehearsals as 

assigned by the directors.  If I am consistently not prepared, I may be asked to give my part up for a less demanding role.

2)
I know that not paying attention and disrupting rehearsal by talking, acting out, or being disrespectful to others may lead to the following consequences:

 
Step 1:  Verbal warning from the directors/assistant director


Step 2: Removal from rehearsal with a note home that must be signed by 

                     both parent and actor to be allowed into rehearsal the next day.  

                     (Students who are removed will be escorted to Extended Care.)

***If this sequence of actions occurs again during the duration of the rehearsals/performances, students may be removed from the play and their part will be recast.  Please note that Step1 may occur again by itself, but if Step 2 is reached more than once, removal may be necessary.  We don’t anticipate this happening, but need the students to understand that rehearsals demand full cooperation from all those involved.  It is a team effort to put on a quality show.
