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Altar Guild – The specific job of the Episcopal Altar Guild is to prepare for and clean up after all School Eucharist services. We work under the direction of Father Ralph Howe, Chaplain of Episcopal. The job includes: intercessory prayer; caring for sacred vessels, linens and vestments; providing necessary articles to be used in the Eucharist and other Sacramental occasions; to assist the Priest with other Chapel services if needed. 
Barnes & Nobles Book Fair - Parents Guild in conjunction with Barnes & Noble Booksellers at Citiplace hosts two book fairs yearly to raise money for PG funded projects.  The Holiday Book Fair is scheduled for November 29th  thru  December 2, 2007  in which parents, faculty and students participate and work together by gift wrapping and displaying their visual and performing art talents as well as their literary talents.  It is a great way to highlight our school in the greater BR community.  The End-of-the-Year book fair emphasizes our enthusiasm for summer reading.  The fundraising is driven by voucher based purchases at the store during our book fair days and B&N contributes a percentage of our school’s total purchases to our PG fundraising purposes.  This committee is a working committee that meets throughout the year to help put together information needed to promote the Book Fairs.  Vouchers for upcoming fairs can be found on our website.
Cafeteria Serving Line – One of our most important service projects for our school community.  Parents volunteer once a month to serve lunch to our children and faculty from 10:30 – 1:00 p.m.  Not only is it one of the best ways to help our school, it is the best way to watch our children interact and grow up in their school environment.
Cafeteria Tray Helpers -  Important in assisting the Cafeteria Serving Line and our teachers, volunteers on this committee set out trays and serve 2nd helpings to Pre-K and  Kindergarten students from  10:20 -11:30 A.M.  on a daily basis.
Care Team - The Care Team was established to provide comfort and/ or a helping hand to Episcopal families. Every parent can help this committee by letting them know a  family in need include such as  student with a broken bone or other serious injury/illness, student in the hospital, surgery of a parent, or death of a grandparent/parent.  The Care Team’s volunteers help these families by providing a card or a meal in time of need.
Episcopal Gear – This Parents Guild Committee works in conjunction with Squires to offer Episcopal logo items for students, faculty and parents alike.  This committee likes to show off our Episcopal pride by offering a variety of items to wear or display.  Items are chosen by this committee and orders are taken for a fall, spring and summer sale.  Volunteers on this committee help with publicizing, collecting the orders, organizing and distribution of items sold.
Greenery Committee – Biggest and busiest fundraiser for our school is selling holiday greenery!  Orders are taken from mid-September to mid-October. Volunteers can help by compiling and mailing the  informational packets /order forms during mid-September, help unload the greenery from the delivery truck and helping with distribution of greenery items during the last week of November. 
Habitat for Humanity – Helping build in BR in conjunction with other area high schools with our 11th and 12th  graders; construction help and cooking help is needed here!  This is a great way to interact with parents and students from other local schools.  Held usually once a year in the fall.
Karnival Knight - Our yearly carnival with school wide family fun on Friday, March 7th 2008.  Middle School and Lower School parents work shifts together on the variety of booths such as inflatables, concessions, food, and the ever-popular cake walk.  Students can test their skills on the Board Walk games or show off onstage for entertainment.  Organizing this project starts months ahead but all the hard work pays off with a great “knight of fun”!
Library Volunteer (Pollard or Aldrich) – These volunteers help students select/check out books and reshelf books.  In Lower School (Pollard), volunteers serve twice a month, A.M. or P.M. and orientation provided.  In Middle School/Upper School (Aldrich), volunteers serve during 11 am to 1pm and work with the assistant librarian.
Mailing Committee – Who else gets all the mail out on time?  Volunteers help with Parents’ Guild mailings throughout the year by usually meeting during school hours on campus to fold, sort, label and stuff mailings.  It is a fun way to relax, visit and catch up on the latest school news.  It is a vital part of Parents Guild communication. 
Rebates – Every family can participate in this one!  Simply use an Albertsons Community Partnership card when you grocery shop, tell Office Depot to credit Episcopal when you make purchases (on-line and in-store), use a Target Card or Target Visa that designates Episcopal to receive ½% of all you charge when shopping, consider using schoolpop.com when online shopping and designating Episcopal to receive the % donation, and turn in all your Box Top$ for Education from your General Mills product boxes and your Community Coffee labels to the school.  It is amazing how all of this adds up to $$ for our school!  
New Parent Liaison Team – This is a new program for Parents Guild this year. We want to actively welcome all our new parents, help them feel comfortable at our school and encourage them to be an active part of our school community.  These committee members contact new families during the summer and answer questions during the school year to help them transition.  A New Parents Social is held prior to the start of school and committee members welcome these parents with a reception along with advice/information given by our Head of School.
New Student Socials – These socials are given for our new students in PreK & K, 1st through 5th grade and Middle School (6th – 8th grade) at the same time as our New Parents Social.  The idea is to help our new students meet other new students, make them feel more comfortable at their new school and to have FUN with refreshments and games.
Parents’ Night Receptions - All parents attend their respective Back-To-School Nights.  Parents Guild hosts a nice reception in the VPAC lobby for all parents and faculty with light refreshments prior to the meeting.  Volunteers help by bringing food items or help with set-up and decoration.

Pizza Sales – Parents Guild volunteers serve PaPa Johns pizza to students on Fridays (about once a month) from 10:45 A.M.-1:00 P.M.  This is another fundraiser for Parents Guild which the students really enjoy!
Appreciation Week Committee - During Appreciation Week, Parents Guild volunteers show our faculty and staff how much we appreciate their hard work in several ways – but mostly with food!  Volunteers can help organize, set up, bring food items or decorate during the week.  We finish the week off with a Brunch for our Ancillary Staff and a Luncheon for the Faculty.  We encourage notes of appreciation be sent to our faculty and staff and donations for door prizes (given out on the last day) instead of the traditional gift-giving.
Used Uniform Sales Committee – This is definitely one of our most popular fundraisers.   We all love a really GOOD sale! This committee helps collect and prepare uniforms prior to the sale and work on sale days.  There is a summer sale (scheduled for June 28th), a sale on Orientation Day and a mid-year sale.  
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
