EHS Summer Reading Guidelines 2007

MISSION STATEMENT:

The Episcopal English Department requires summer reading to encourage students to read for pleasure, appreciate quality literature, develop and maintain good reading habits, expose them to more literature than is possible during the school year, and to allow students to find literature that is personally engaging and challenging.

REQUIREMENTS:

1) You must read at least three works from the reading list for the grade level you are entering. These should be books that you have never read. 

2) On the first full day of English class, you will be asked to respond in class to what you have read. As you read, it is helpful to take brief notes that may be used to help you with your in-class writing or assignment. Your notes should focus on themes, characters, setting and conflict.
